FREESTYLE/ACADEMY: Academy sessions are designed to develop skaters for the Hudson Skate School competitive team. The
Academy class maximum student/coach ratio of 7/1 enables coaches to move children quickly through the basic skating skills and into the
competitive arena. Skaters under the age of 5 must have approval of Program Director in order to be eligible for this class. Participants must
bring own skates; no rental skates available.
